The Invitation for Bids (IFB) for IFB 15084-JS Custodial Services has been amended as
follows:

The following questions and answers are hereby incorporated into the IFB

Q1: Can you give a breakdown of the weekly cost for each location?

A1:  The City currently pays one price for all buildings currently cleaned. A
breakdown is not available.

Q2: The square footage that was quoted in the IFB for each site---is this the amount
of square footage the contractor will be responsible for? For instance--it shows

7,033 sq. feet for Municipal Buiiding---is this the square footage of the hard
floors?

A2. Yes

Q3: Can you clarify if the City will provide consumable products (tissue
paper/towels/soap) for all the facilities?

A3: The City will provide consumable products (tissue paper, paper tower, toilet
paper and soap for all the facilities. The contractor will be responsible for trash
liners and al! other cleaning supplies.

Q4: Can you provide floor plans of the facilities?

Ad: The City does not have this information.
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Q5: Please clarify if contractor will be responsible for carpet cleaning beyond "spot”
cleaning the carpet?

A5:  The contractor will only be responsible for “spot” cleaning. Full carpet cleaning
(i.e. steam cleaning or shampoo) will be handled under separate procurement.

Q6: At the Public Utility Operations facility---are we responsible for cleaning the office
areas-—it states in the IFB "administrative only"---we walked the entire building it
like we are actually cleaning the whole facility?

A6: The cleaning of Public Utilities Operations facility consists of the offices,
lunchroom, training rooms, meeting rooms, halls, common areas and all

bathrooms and common areas. The warehouse areas (except bathrooms) are
excluded.

Q7: In Addendum #1 it states that the current monthly cost is $10,729---is this the
current cost for services being provided at all the locations? Were they any
from the current SOW and IFB#15084-JS7

A7: The current cleaning does not include the Police building and the HR building will
be reduced to two days a week.

Q8: On what days of the week will the cleaning for the two days cleaning the
buildings be done?

A8: The schedule is as follows. The City reserves the right to make changes as
needs dictate.

Public Utilities Operation Benton Road — Mondays and Thursdays

CONTRACT FOR SERVICES
between
City of Suffolk, Virginia and American Facility Services Inc.

This CONTRACT (“CONTRACT"), made and entered into this, the 3151— day of December
2011 by and between the CITY OF SUFFOLK, VIRGINIA whose principal office is the Municipal
Center, 441 Market Street, Suffolk, VA 23434, hereinafter referred to as the "CITY", party of the
first part, and AMERICAN FACILITY SERVICES INC with an office located at 1325 Union Hill
Industrial Court, Suite A, Aipharetta, Georgia, 30004 heteinafter referred to as the
“CONTRACTOR?", party of the second part.

CONTRACT

The CONTRACTOR did on the 25" day of October, 2011 submit a Bid to perform the services
stipulated in accordance with the Invitation for Bid to provide janitorial services, hereinafter
referred to as "PROJECT”, which by reference is made a part hereof.

In consideration of the following mutual agreements and covenants to be kept by each party, the
parties agree as follows:

1. CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

It is mutually understood and agreed by the parties hereto that the following documents
are incorporated herein by reference the same as if each had been fully set out and
attached hereto and hereinafter shall be referred to as the “Contract Documents™

Invitation for Bid No. 2012-00036 as published October 13, 2011; Conditions of Contract
(General, Special, Supplemental and other conditions as they may be titled); Bid Form
and documentation submitted by American Facility Services. dated October 25, 2011;
Anticollusion/Nondiscrimination/Drug Free Workplace clauses; Proof of Authority to
Transact Business in Virginia Form; Certificate of Insurance; Specification concurring
signature pages; and all Licenses.

Should there be conflicts among and between the Contract Documents and the fina!
executed CONTRACT, the terms of the final executed CONTRACT shall take
precedence over the Contract Documents., Should there be conflicts among and
between the final executed CONTRACT and any subsequent change orders or other
written modifications, the terms of the subsequent change order or other written
madification shall take precedence.



CONTRACT TERM

This CONTRACT shall become effective when fully executed and shall be effective
through December 31, 2013. The CITY reserves the right to renew the CONTRACT for
three (3) additional one-year periods, terminating December 31, 2016. The right is
further reserved by the CITY to not renew the CONTRACT at the expiration of any

annual anniversary date by furnishing the CONTRACTOR with a sixty (60) day written
notice.

SCOPE OF WORK/ICONTRACTOR'S SERVICES

The CONTRACTOR agrees to furnish all labor, materials, equipment, supplies, licenses,
permits and fees necessary fo perform ali work set forth in the Invitation for Bid hereto
and attached and made a part hereof in strict compliance with the AGREEMENT
Documents based on the CONTRACTOR'S submitted BID FORM, subject to adjustment
as provided in said documents. It is understood and agreed that all work shall be
accomplished in strict compliance with the provisions of the Contract Documents.

Upon the CITY'S authorization by purchase order, the CONTRACTOR, on behalf of the
CITY, shall provide for and undertake services related to janitorial services.

Services shall include, but are not limited, to the following:
a. The CONTRACTOR will be required to provide all materials, labor,

transportation, permits, licenses, and fees to provide janitorial services to the
following buildings:

b. Locations may be deleted or added at any time during the contract at the sole
discretion of the City.
c. Supervision of Work

Contractor shall employ a competent superintendent and necessary assistant
who shall be in attendance at the project site during the progress of the work.
The superintendent shall represent the Contractor and all communications given
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to the superintendent shall be as binding as if given to the Contractor. Job
superintendent must demonstrate to the City's satisfaction, effective
communications skills both written and verbal, to facilitate coordination of the
work with City staff and ensure progress of the work in a timely and effective
manner.

Orientation Meeting

Contractor must attend an orientation meeting with each individual
departmentfiocation prior to beginning work. The meeting will familiarize the
Contractor with the location and work to be performed, supply information on
building security, provide for the exchange of contact information between the
City and Contractor, and answer any other questions regarding the contract.

Employees

The Contractor must hire its own employees. Unless approved by the City,
employees currently performing janitorial services may not be hired under this
janitorial contract.

Work Schedule

The contract is based on the total contract amount per location over a five (5) year
period in conjunction with work week schedules as follows:

TWO-DAY WORK WEEK 1) Public Works Mobile Offices (8 buildings)

FIVE-DAY WORK WEEK: 2) Godwin Courts Building, 3) Human
Resources Building, 4) Assessor's Office, 5) Workforce
Development Center, 6) Public Utilities Offices, 7) Kings Fork
Public Safety Center Administration, 8) Health and Human
Services Building, 9) Visitor Center and 10) Police Administration
Bldg.

SiX-DAY WORK WEEK: 11) Morgan Memorial Library and 12) North Suffolk
Library

SEVEN-DAY WORK WEEK: 13) North Suffolk Public Safety Center (Police) and
14) East Washington Street Precinct

Compensation

Monthly payments for work completed under this CONTRACT shall be made in
strict accordance with the Contract Documents.

Upon acceptance of work, the CITY will render payment within forty-five (45)
days of receipt of invoice. Interest shall accrue at the rate of one (1%) percent
per month. Unless otherwise provided under the terms of this CONTRACT,
interest for late payment shall not exceed one percent (1%) per month.

Tax |dentification Number

Prior to payment, the CONTRACTOR shall provide their social security number
or federal taxpayer identification number prior to any payments being made



under this contract.

All services shall be provided by a CONTRACTOR authorized and licensed to do
business in the Commonwealth of Virginia. The CONTRACTOR represents that such
services shall be performed with the normal skill and care exercised by similar
professionals rendering these types of services and shall be performed in conformity
with or above those standards and specifications set forth in the CONTRACT
DOCUMENTS.

The CONTRACTOR shall comply with all federal, state and local laws and ordinances
applicable to the work in effect as of the date of this AGREEMENT or as superseded

by the effective date of the CITY'S request for services of the PROJECT. Changes to
any such laws or ordinances after the effective date of this AGREEMENT or the CITY'S
request for additional services, as applicable, may be the basis for modifications to the
CITY'S responsibilities in the CONTRACTOR'S scope of service, times of performance,
and/or compensation. In the event of a conflict between any such laws or ordinances,
the CONTRACTOR shall notify the CITY of the nature and impact of such conflict. The
CITY agrees to cooperate and work with the CONTRACTOR in an effort to resolve any
such conflict.

CHANGES AND ADDITIONS

It shall be the responsibility of the CONTRACTOR to notify the CITY, in writing, of any
necessary modifications or additions in the Scope of this CONTRACT. Compensation
for changes or additions in the Scope of this CONTRACT will be negotiated and
approved by the CITY in writing.

It is understood and agreed to by both the CITY and the CONTRACTOR that such
modifications or additions to this CONTRACT shall be made only by the full execution of
the CITY'S standard CONTRACT change order form. Furthermore, it is understood and
agreed by both parties that any work done by the CONTRACTOR on such modification
or addition to this CONTRACT prior to the CITY'S execution of its standard CONTRACT
change order form shall be at the total risk of the CONTRACTOR, and said work may
not be compensated by the CITY.

PAYMENT TO SUBCONTRACTOR

Payments to subcontractor(s) shall be made in accordance with § 2.2-4354 of Code of
Virginia (1850), as amended. Unless otherwise specified in this CONTRACT, interest
shall accrue at the rate of one percent (1%) per month.

TERMINATION WITHOUT CAUSE

The City may at any time, and for any reason, terminate this Contract by writien notice to
Contractor specifying the termination date, which shall be not less than thirty (30) days
from the date such notice is maited.

Notice shall be given to Contractor by certified mail/return receipt requested at the
address set forth in Contractor's Bid Proposal or as provided in this Contract.

In the event of such termination, Contractor shall be paid such amount as shall
compensate Contractor for the work satisfactorily completed, and accepted by the City,
at the time of termination.
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If the City terminates this Contract, Contractor shall withdraw its personnel and
equipment, cease performance of any further work under this Contract, and tumn over to
the City any work completed or in process for which payment has been made.

TERMINATION WITH CAUSE/DEFAULT/CANCELLATION

In the event that CONTRACTOR shall for any reason or through any cause be in default
of the terms of this Contract, the City may give CONTRACTOR writien notice of such
default by certified mail/return receipt requested at the address set forth in Contractor's
Bid/Proposal or as provided in this CONTRACT.

Unless otherwise provided, CONTRACTOR shall have ten (10) days from the date such
notice is mailed in which to cure the default. Upon failure of CONTRACTOR to cure the
default, the CITY may immediately cancel and terminate this CONTRACT as of the
mailing date of the default notice.

Upon termination, CONTRACTOR shall withdraw its personnel and equipment, cease
performance of any further work under the CONTRACT, and turn over to the CITY any
work in process for which payment has been made.

in the event of violations of law, safety or health standards and regulations, this
CONTRACT may be immediately cancelled and terminated by the CITY and provisions
herein with respect to opportunity to cure default shall not be applicable.

NON-APPROPRIATION- AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS

It is understood and agreed between the parties hereto that the CITY shall be bound and
obligated hereunder only to the extent that the funds shall have been appropriated and
budgeted for the purpose of this CONTRACT. In the event funds are not appropriated
and budgeted in any fiscal year for payments due under this CONTRACT, the CITY shall
immediately notify CONTRACTOR of such occurrence and this CONTRACT shall
terminate on the last day of the fiscal year for which the appropriation was made without
penalty or expense to the CITY of any kind whatsoever.

ASSIGNMENT

Neither the CITY nor the CONTRACTOR shall assign, sublet or transfer their right or
obligations in the CONTRACT without the written consent of the other; such consent
shall not be unreasonably withheld. Assignment by the CONTRACTOR to any current
or future parent, subsidiary, or affiliate in connection with a corporate transaction shall
require the consent of the CITY.

NOTICE

Any notice, demand, or request by or made pursuant to this CONTRACT shall be
deemed properly made if personally delivered in writing or deposited in the United States
mall, postage prepaid, to the representative specified below or as otherwise designated
in writing and mutually agreed.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

CONTRACTOCR shall not accept or receive commissions or other payments from third
parties for soliciting, negotiating, procuring, or effecting insurance on behaif of the CITY.

NON-DISCRIMINATION

During the performance of the Contract, the Contractor agrees as follows:

a. The CONTRACTOR will not discriminate against any employee or applicant.for
employment because of race, religion, color, sex, national origin, age, disability,
or other basis prohibited by state law relating to discrimination in employment,
except where there is a bona fide occupational qualification reasonably
necessary to the normal operation of the CONTRACTOR. The CONTRACTOR
agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for
employment, notices setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

b. The CONTRACTOR, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed
by or on behalf of the contractor, will state that such contractor is an equal
opportunity employer.

c. Notices, advertisements and solicitations placed in accordance with federal law,
rule or regulation shall be deemed sufficient for the purpose of meeting the
requirements of this section.

d. The CONTRACTOR will include the provisions of the foregoing paragraphs a, b
and c in every subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000, so that the
provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE REQUIREMENTS

During the performance of this contract, the CONTRACTOR agrees to (i) provide a drug-
free workplace for the CONTRACTOR's employees; (i) post in conspicucus places,
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available to employees and applicants for employment, a statement notifying employees
that the unlawful manufacture, sale, distribution, dispensation, possession, or use of a
controlled substance or marijuana is prohibited in the contractor's workplace and
specifying the actions that will be taken against employees for violations of such
prohibition; (iii} state in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on
behalf of the CONTRACTOR that the CONTRACTOR maintains a drug-free workplace,;
and (iv} include the provisions of the foregoing clauses in every subcontract or purchase
order of over $10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or
vendor.

For the purposes of this CONTRACT, “drug-free workplace"” means a site for the
performance of work done in connection with a specific contract awarded to a contractor,
the employees of whom are prohibited from engaging in the unlawful manufacture, sale,
distribution, dispensation, possession or use of any controlled substance or marijuana
during the performance of the contract.

INSURANCE

The CONTRACTOR shall procure, maintain, and provide proof of insurance coverage
for injuries to persons and/or property damage as may arise from or in conjunction with
the work performed on behalf of the City by the CONTRACTOR, his agents,
representatives, employees or subcontractors. Proof of coverage as contained herein
shall be submitted fifteen (15) days prior to the commencement of work and such
coverage shall be maintained by the CONTRACTOR for the duration of the contract
period for occurrence policies. Claims made policies must be in force or that coverage
purchased for three (3) years after confract completion date.

Failure to comply with any reporting provisions of the policy(s) shall
not affect caverage provided the City, its' officers/officials, agents,
employees and volunteers.

The insurer shall agree to waive all rights of subrogation against the
City, its' officers/officials, agents, employees or volunteers for any
act, omission or condition of premises which the parties may be held
liable by reason of negligence.

The offeror shall furnish the City certificates of insurance including
endorsements affecting coverage. The certificates are to be signed
by a person authorized by the insurance company(s) to bind
coverage on its' behalf, if executed by a broker, notarized copy of
authorization to bind, or certify coverage must be attached.

All insurance shall be placed with insurers maintaining an A.M. Best
rating of no less than an A:VIL. If A.M. Best rating is less than A:VII,
approval must be received from City's Risk Officer.

All coverage’s designated herein shall be as broad as the Insurance
Services Office (ISO) forms filed for use with the Commonwealth of
Virginia.

The CONTRACTOR shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City, its officials,
employees, agents, and representatives thereof from any and all losses, damages,
claims, fines, penalties, suits, costs, actions, or claims of any kind, inciuding attorney's
fees, brought on account of any personal injuries, damages, or violations of rights,
sustained by any person or property which arise out of any violation of law by, and all
acts and omissions of the CONTRACTOR, the CONTRACTOR'S agents, employees, or
customers occurring in connection with the products and services covered herein or from
any claims or amounts arising from the vioiation of any law, bylaw, ordinance, regulation
or decree.

The CONTRACTOR'S indemnification obligation with respect to any and all claims
against the CITY or any of its officers, agents, employees, by any employee or statutory
employee of the CONTRACTOR, or any of CONTRACTOR'S subcontractors, or anyone
directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or anyone for whose acts the
CONTRACTOR or CONTRACTOR'S subcontractor may be liable, shall not be limited in
any way by any limitation on the amount or type of damages, compensation or benefits
payable by or for the CONTRACTOR or any of CONTRACTOR’S subcontractors under
workers' compensation laws, disability benefit laws or other applicable employee benefit
laws.

RESPONSIBILITY OF CONTRACTOR

The CONTRACTOR shall, without additional costs or fees to the CITY, correct or revise
any errors or deficiencies in CONTRACTOR'S performance. Neither the CITY'S review,
approval or acceptance of, nor payment for any of the services required under this
CONTRACT shall be deemed a waiver of rights by the CITY, and the CONTRACTOR
shall remain liable to the CITY for all costs which are incurred by the CITY as a result of
the CONTRACTOR'S negligent performance of any of the services furnished under this
CONTRACT.

COMPLIANCE WITH FEDERAL IMMIGRATION LAW

CONTRACTOR does not, and shall not during the performance of the CONTRACT for
goods and services in the Commonwealth knowingly employ an unauthorized alien as
defined in the Federal Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986.

SEVERABILITY

If any part, term, or provision of this CONTRACT, shall be found by the Court to be
legally invalid or unenforceable, then such provision or portion thereof, shall be
performed in accordance with applicable laws. The invalidity or unenforceability of any
provision or portion of any CONTRACT document shall not affect the validity of any
other provision or portion of the CONTRACT document.

CONTROLLING LAW: VENUE, PENDING/DURING LITIGATION

This CONTRACT is made, entered into, and shall be performed in the City of Suffolk,
Virginia, and shall be governed by the applicable laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia
without regard to its confiict of law ruies. In the event of litigation concerning this
CONTRACT, the parties agree to the exclusive jurisdiction and venue of the appropriate
state court for the City of Suffolk, Virginia; however, in the event that the federal court
has jurisdiction over the matter, then the parties agree to the exclusive jurisdiction and
venue of the U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of Virginia, Norfolk Division.

The CONTRACTOR shall not cause a delay in services because of pending litigation or
during litigation proceedings, except with the express, written consent of the CITY or by
written instruction/order from the Court.

COMPLIANCE WITH STATE LAW: FOREIGN AND DOMESTIC BUSINESSES
TRANSACTING BUSINESS IN THE COMMONWEALTH

A contractor organized as a stock or non-stock corporation, limited liability company,
business trust, or limited partnership or registered as a registered limited liability
partnership shall be authorized to transact business in the Commonwealth as a domestic
or foreign business entity if such is required by Title 13.1 or Title 50 of the Virginia Code
or as otherwise required by law. Such status shall be maintained during the term of the
CONTRACT. The CONTRACTOR acknowledges that pursuant to Virginia Code § 2.2-
4311.2, a public body may void any contract with a business if the business fails to
remain in compliance with the provisions of Virginia Code § 2.2-4311.2.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This CONTRACT comprises the entire understanding between the parties and cannot be
modified, altered or amended, except in writing and signed by all parties.

WAIVER
The failure by one party to require performance of any provision of this CONTRACT
shall not affect that party’s right to require performance at any time thereafter, nor shall a

waiver of any breach or default of the CONTRACT constitute a waiver of any
subsequent breach or default or a waiver of the provision itself.
